The collections of the Buffalo Bill Historical Center interpret the history of the American cowboy, dude ranching,
Western conservation, frontier entrepreneurship and, perhaps most importantly, the source of our concepts about
the West.

The show ran for 30 years, from
1883 until 1913, touring the United States and Europe with legendary figures such as Sitting Bull and Annie Oakley.
While it wasn't possible for millions of Americans to experience the West as he had, Cody simply brought it to their
front doors.
